Please include all local service to Alpha Chi Omega if the alumna lived in other cities prior to moving to Atlanta.  A woman cannot win this award in consecutive years.
Examples of volunteer service at the local level include: member of a collegiate chapter advisory board, member of a collegiate chapter house corporation /property management team, officer of an alumnae chapter, actively involved in support of a collegiate chapter, altruistic project, and/or in community activities in the name of Alpha Chi Omega, submits recruitment information for prospective members, and participates in the alumnae Panhellenic.  Service to Alpha Chi Omega on a national level is also acceptable, but not required for the nomination.
